Different Worship, Educational Offerings at Tosa 
 

Beginning on Rally Sunday, Sept. 7, First Congregational Church of Wauwatosa is offering a new 
Sunday schedule with worship at different times and expanded educational offerings for all ages. 

The new schedule features an 8 a.m. contemplative worship experience in the chapel with music 
and worship forms from the Iona and Taize communities, so the service emphasizes silence and 
reflection, but uses the same Scripture and sermon as the later service. 

 At 9 a.m. is the Discovery Hour for all ages. Kids go to special activities that rotate through the 
month.  Adults have a choice of five small groups on various subjects. At 10 a.m., the second service is 
traditional worship in the sanctuary featuring classic worship with the church’s well-known brand of 
quality choral music, and the kids enjoy their traditional Sunday School. 

Throughout the morning as congregants go to various activities, they will enjoy coffee and 
fellowship in the atrium which has been expanded to include a conversation area, taking some space 
formerly used for coat closets. 

But there are other changes, as well.  The church has added a third service at 5 p.m. on Saturdays 
called Re-Generations, a worship concept that uses experiential learning for all ages. Each month has a 
theme and once a month the worship experience goes out into the world to respond to God’s call 
understood in the previous week’s experiences.  See www.re-generations.net for more information. 

So this Rally Sunday, folks at our Wauwatosa church are indeed “doing a new thing” as they 
expand ministries.
